
On  October 11, 2008 Mahibul Akhon brother 
of Sun child Saiful Akohn (KSS-58) was playing 
with other boys.  They started to push a van 
nearby and suddenly it rolled backward going 
over his left foot.  He lost consciousness.   He 
was brought to the health complex 12 km away.  
The local doctor determined that his leg was bro-
ken, gave him some  medicine and asked to take 
him to the city hospital.  But Mahibul’s  family is 
too poor to afford the trip, let alone the treatment.  
The parents came to DCI’s  project area office 
for help and DCI took immediate action. Mahi-
bul and his family were brought to Dhaka Medi-
cal college hospital where he underwent full 
treatment and recovered. Mahibul waiting with other patients at the Dhaka Hospital

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Honufa Begum, a young girl living in 
DCI’s Sun-child Sponsorship Program pro-
ject area Potuakhali, was suffering from os-
teomyelitis. A local caretaker recommended 
that her leg be amputated. But since DCI’s 
commitment is to provide health care for all 
children under its sponsorship area, DCI 
brought Hanufa to a  children's' hospital in 
Dhaka and paid for all costs including treat-
ment, hospital stay, and transportation.  In 
addition, DCI provided accommodation & 
food for her family during that period. 
Honufa’s leg is healed, she is not in pain 
anymore, and she can walk again. 
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DCI field officer went to check on Honufa after learning 
about her condition. 

After Treatment Honufa can walk again. Honufa now plays with other children. 
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
